KEYS

The sets of keys supplied with
your scooter are for the steering
lock fitted under the left hand of
the handlebar (see fig.3) and for
the luggage box situated in the cen-
tral front rib of the frame (fig. 4).

Each key has a number stamped
on it and the same number is
stamped on the lock, so that in
case of loss, a replacement can be

obtained by quoting the appropria-
te number.

On the handlebar

Right hand: throttle twist grip and front brake lever, 3-way double lever switch, with
upper lever for headlamp beam control and horn button. The three positions of the switch
are: middle: lights out for day driving; to the left: headlamp and rear lights on for night
driving; to the right: pilot and rear lights on for city night driving.

Left hand: clutch control lever and gear change control.

Centre - facing driver: engine cut out button and, under left hand handlebar arm, the
steering lock. To lock machine, turn front wheel full lock, left or right and turn key /2 turn.
The key can be extracted from lock whether in locked or unlocked position.

On top of handlebar: Speedometer.

On the footboard
Right hand side: Rear brake pedal, which also controls stop light switch.

Luggage box and tools

The luggage box is fitted into
the central frame rib under the
front part of the driver's seat. A
pair of keys for this box is supplied
with the scooter (see page 4). In
the luggage box, a tool kit is sup-
plied consisting of:

1 double ended box spanner 21-
24 mm for the spark plug and
wheel nuts;

1 hexagon spanner (10 mm) to be
used for unscrewing the plugs of
the crankcase;

1 spanner 14-27 mm for rear wheel .

WHEN THE SCOOTER REMAINS OUT OF USE FOR SOME TIME

Wash and dry carefully as above;

drain all petrol from tank and carburettor;

clean tank and carburettor filters;

unscrew spark plug, insert few drops of engine oil, rotate engine by hand two or three
times to ensure a protective oil film in cylinder barrel. Replace spark plug;

coat with anti-rust grease all non-painted parts;

lift machine off the ground by placing blocks carefully under frame, tyres should not
reach the floor;

clean and deflate tyres;

cover machine.

Take out battery, place in dry place to avoid freezing; have i re-charged monthly at
an Authorized Service Agent.

The electrical equipment is fed directly by the six-poles flywheel magneto with a rat=d

power of 27 Watt.

The armature windings of the flywheel are made out of 5 coils: 3 of them are indepen-
dent, 2 are connected in series, this according to the apparatus characteristics and uti-
lization circuits concerned.

The 3 independent coils feed the ignition circuit (green), the city lights one (violet),
the stopping light one (rose).

The 2 connected coils feed the warning horn circuit and the high and low beam circuit.

Electrical equipment (machines with battery)

The electrical equipment is directly fed by the 6 poles - 27 W flywheel magneto, which
gives power to the H.T. coil and, with commutator positioned for night driving in not lighted
areas, to the double filament light bulb, to the speedometer bulb and, for this commutator
position only, to the car plate filament. Through a rectifier, keeps the battery charge and
gives power to all other lights.
